Recommendation 4.
Increase student motivation and
engagement in literacy learning

] Establish meaningful and engaging
content learning goals around the essential
ideas of a discipline as well as around the
specific learning processes used to access
thoze ideas.

] Provide a positive learming environ-
ment that promotes student autonomy in
learning.

EI Make literacy experiences more relevant
to student interests, everyday life, or impor-
Lant current events.

D Build classroom conditions to promote
higher reading engagement and conceptual
learning through such strategies as goal set-
ting, self-directed learning, and collaborative
learning.
